Digital Wedding Cameras: You have a 100% money back guarantee to get great wedding pictures, the cameras are 

100% damage insured, and providing your guests with digital cameras is the opposite of tacky. 
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4. Free Pictures 

Disposable Cameras: You pay for every print even if they are of pictures of the floor or pictures of nothing.

calendars, collages, books, t-shirts, puzzles, etc with your digital photos right from your wedding picture and video 

sharing website. 
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19. Easy Prints 

Disposable Cameras: You take them to a store and then go back to the store to pick-up your prints.  

Digital Wedding Cameras: You print them at your house for free or have prints delivered to you. 

20. Cheap Prints 

Disposable Cameras: You pay for your prints and pay for all of the prints for all of your guests.  

Digital Wedding Cameras: You pay nothing for digital prints. Neither do any of your guests. If guests want physical 

prints, they print them at home for free, or pay $0.19 each to have glossy prints delivered to them.
